CLEARSYS





Please note: 	Clearsys radically changes your system’s configuration. You should therefore only use this tool if you experience serious problems and do not have any other possibility of uninstalling your AVM ISDN-Controller. 


This tool erases all entries in the files SYSTEM.INI and AUTOEXEC.BAT created by AVM ISDN-Controller setups under Windows 3.x. After successful deletion, a message is displayed on the screen. A log file containing information about the deleting process may be created.


You should save the files SYSTEM.INI and AUTOEXEC.BAT to other file names before running CLEARSYS. 





Application 


You can run CLEARSYS.EXE with the following parameters:


clearsys -Log		Creates a log file (CLEAR.LOG) in the Windows directory. This is the recommended command for running CLEARSYS.EXE.


clearsys		If you run CLEARSYS.EXE without any parameters, no log file is created. In this case, you cannot retrieve any information about the changes performed by CLEARSYS.


clearsys -Log -?		Displays a dialog describing the command line parameters.


clearsys -Log -a		Adds the logging information to an existing log file.


clearsys -Log -fclearsys.ttt		Creates a log file with the name "clearsys.ttt" in the Windows directory. 


clearsys -Log -fc:\here\cleasys.ttt	Creates a log file with the name "clearsys.ttt" in the directory "c:\here". The directory must already exist.
